The Autumn edition of Fashion Week Poland

Spring/Summer 2012 trends were the centrepiece of the last edition of Fashion Week Poland, which took place between the 26th-30thof October 2011 in Lodz. Each day, around 5.000 guests have visited our venue located in Lodz Special Economic Zone in Ksiezy Mlyn. The event was visited by over 900 journalists, photo reporters, bloggers and stylists – both Polish and international. Bohoboco, Joanna Klimas, Lukasz Jemiol, Agnieszka Maciejak, paprocki&brzozowski, Agata Wojtkiewicz, Custo Barcelona and Dawid Tomaszewski's catwalk shows were amongst the most popular events.

Designer Avenue module was officially opened by a special catwalk show of a well-known Spanish designer duo – Custo Barcelona. The module featured 26 premiering collections of the following designers: Aga Pou, Agata Wojtkiewicz, Agnieszka Maciejak, Aleksandra Kmiecik, Bohoboco, Joanna Klimas, Lukasz Jemiol, Michal Szulc, MMC Studio, Monika Ptaszek, Natalia Jaroszewska, Natasha Pavluchenko, Nenukko, paprocki&brzozowski, Solar, Wiola Wolczynska and Zuo Corp. Jeremy Scott & adidas ORIGINALS special presentation also took place within Designer Avenue. Dawid Tomaszewski's catwalk show officially closed both Designer Avenue and the entire FashionPhilosophy event.

OFF Out Of Schedule module saw 17 avant-garde fashion catwalk shows. Alisa Bieniek, AL, Katarzyna Gorecka, Paulina Poloz, Joanna Paradecka, Jaroslaw Ewert, Karolina Gerlich, Martyna Czerwinska, Magdalena Kubalanca, Paulina Plizga, Lukasz Stachowicz, Jacek Klosinski-Hyakinth, Dominika Naziebly, Marcin Podsiadlo, Maldoror, Sylwia Rochala and Olga Szynkarczuk all presented their collections in the industrial surroundings of Ksiezy Mlyn. Alisa Bieniek, AL, Katarzyna Gorecka and Magdalena Kubalanca participated in the OFF section for the first time.
