NEW TRENDS TO BE PRESENTED IN LODZ

THE AUTUMN EDITION OF FASHIONPHILOSOPHY FASHION WEEK POLAND

Spring/Summer 2012 trends are going to be the centrepiece of the oncoming edition of FashionPhilosophy Fashion Week Poland. Most events will be housed in Ksiezy Mlyn between the 26th and the 30th of October. All DESIGNER AVENUE and OFF OUT OF SCHEDULE shows, Designer and Brand Showroom exhibition area, YOUNG FASHION PHOTOGRAPHERS NOW and FASHION FILM FESTIVAL screenings will be held at a joint location on-site of Lodz Special Economic Zone (22/24 Tymienieckiego Street.
DESIGNER AVENUE

DESIGNER AVENUE is the most important and most spectacular of all Fashion Week Poland modules. This edition, DA shows will take place between the 27th and the 30th of October. The module allows to discover most interesting projects of leading designers, and witness the emergence of new brands selected by the Programme Board. This time, FW visitors will have a chance to see the collections of the following designers: Agata Wojtkiewicz, Agnieszka Maciejak, Aleksandra Kmiecik, Bohoboco, Blessus, Joanna Klimas, Łucja Wojtala, Łukasz Jemioł, Michał Szulc, MMC Studio, Monika Ptaszek, Natalia Jaroszewska, Natasha Pavluchenko, Nenukko, Paprocki&Brzozowski duo, Piotr Drzała, Polygon, Shumik 100%, Wiola Wołczyńska and Zuo Corp. Three special catwalk shows are also going to take place within this section of FWP. All together DESIGNER AVENUE module is a three-day long celebration of fashion with 23 catwalk shows of leading designers.

DESIGNER AVENUE SPECIAL FASHION SHOWS
CUSTO BARCELONA special show will open the Autumn edition of Fashion Week Poland (Thursday, 17:00). The brand was established 31 years ago by brothers Custo and David Dalmau. CUSTO BARCELONA creates leading pieces regularly showcased on international catwalk shows and featured on the covers of the most prestigious fashion magazines. Spring/Summer 2012 TRIPOLAR collection comprises 2 clothing lines: casual and evening wear. Silhouettes are generally dominated by modern graphic patterns, kaleidoscopic compositions and 3D techniques. Custo Barcelona has over 3000 points of sale in 40 countries.

JEREMY SCOTT'S collection designed for ADIDAS ORIGINALS will be the centerpiece of Friday's edition of Designer Avenue (Friday, 17:00). To quote the designer himself, the collection is a ”quintessence of quirky and colourful street style. It is full of jungle rapacity and military design.”

The Autumn edition of Designer Avenue will be closed by a special show of DAWID TOMASZEWSKI, who has now become a regular guest of FashionPhilosophy. His regular presence at Fashion Week Poland proves that the event is now a truly prestigious one. Tomaszewski's VANITAS FLOWERS collection has been inspired by XVII century painting and the passing of time theme it often touches upon. Transparent floral motifs are an allegory of both vitality and mortality. The subject matter is related to Tomaszewski's own beliefs that passing away is a positive aspect of life.

OFF OUT OF SCHEDULE

It has now become a tradition that avant-garde and debuting designer showcase their collections as a part of the OFF Out Of Schedule project. Between the 27th and 30th of October, Spring/Summer 2012 collections will be presented by the following designers: Alisa Bieniek, AŁ, Dominika Naziębły, Jacek Kłosiński-Hyakinth, Jarosław Ewert, Joanna Paradecka, Karolina Gerlich, Katarzyna Górecka, Łukasz Stachowicz, Magdalena Kubalańca, Maldoror, Marcin Podsiadło, Martyna Czerwińska, Olga Szynkarczuk, Paulina Plizga, Paulina Połoz and Sylwia Rochala.

Traditionally, the OFF module of Fashion Week Poland will be accompanied by YOUNG FASHION PHOTOGRAPHERS NOW exhibition presenting the works of young photographers, who see fashion with fresh eyes and oldly experiment with individual non-standard means of expression.

SHOWROOM

Our event would not be complete without the SHOWROOM section –our exhibition area presenting clothing, jewellery, shoes, handbag and accessory designers. Apart from being displayed, all pieces will be available to purchase. Over 120 exhibitors including Re-Act Fashion project participants have already confirmed their appearance. Pieces presented in the Showroom will have their premiere in over 6 months – visiting this module gives FW audience an exceptional chance to discover or purchase fashionable items before they premiere.

LET THEM KNOW – HOW TO SET UP A FASHION BUSINESS AND HOW TO MAKE IT BIG IN THE PRESS?

Another accompanying event of Fashion Week Poland is the LET THEM KNOW seminar (Polish only). A series of lectures and workshops for professionals has been planned to take place on the 26th of October in the andel's Hotel. The seminar will be conducted by world-renowned coaches and specialists: Marlena Woolford (formerly of WGSN, currently working for leading clothing brands and fashion & design schools), Dariusz Tarczynski and Maja Kasprzyk (ELLE journalist). The seminar titles include „How to set up a fashion business?” and „How to make it big in the fashion press?”

The seminar also includes a 2012/2013 Autumn/Winter trend forecast presentation by Hannari Slabbert of the London-based WGSN. WGSN is the biggest macro trends forecasting agency, consulting marketing strategies with numerous world-renowned companies.
FASHION AND MOVIE
Fashion Film Festival combining fashion and motion pictures is the youngest of all FashionPhilosophy projects. Nowadays, many designers wish to see their projects on the big screen, encouraging film-makers to create avant-garde films featuring their collections. Tomasz Ossolinski cooperated in such project with Magda Wunsche & Samsel, Konrad Parol with Marcin Kempski and Czlowiek Warga, and La Mania designers engaged in a joint project with Xawery Zulawski and Jan Kaczmarek (shown as a part of the Fashion Film Festival). It is worth mentioning here that this phenomenon is popular among people from the film industry, like style icon Tilda Swinton or designer Tom Ford. Motion pictures created by Yves Saint Laurent, Yohji Yamamoto, Kate Moss. Naomi Campbell or Tim Walker have already been screened during A Shaded View Of Fashion Film Festival – a world-famous film festival created in Paris by Diane Pernet. Before Pernet's film festival comes back to FashionPhilosophy in May, Autumn edition FW visitors will have a chance to watch motion pictures selected especially for Fashion Week audience.

ACCOMPANYING SHOWS AT THE ANDEL’S HOTEL

RE-ACT FASHION designer competition gala will be held on the 26th of October in the ballroom of the andel's Hotel. A day later (on the 27th of October), ASP gala event presenting the designs of most talented graduates of the Fashion and Textile Department of ASP Lodz will be organized in the same place. ASP graduates participating in the project will have a chance to win prizes of the ASP Dean, the President of the City of Lodz and patrons of fashion design art.
ACCOMPANYING EXHIBITIONS

PUPPETS project by Agata Mocarska will be accessible within Showroom working hours. The exhibition presents puppets created by Mocarska, which have been dressed by the following designers: Maldoror, Asia Wysoczynska, Kamila Gawronska, Paulina Plizga. The jewellery has been designed by: Karina Królak, Anna Orska, Kasia Stanny. Admission: FWP tickets and passes.

Art can be easily accessible, for instance in the streets. SZTUKA NA BRUKU is the 2nd edition of the biggest street art exhibition. Piotrkowska Street, 28th - 30th of October. Admission free.

Fabryka Sztuki (3 Tymienieckiego Street) houses Agnieszka Walulik's photo exhibition. The exhibition touches upon many topics, one of them being fashion. Admission free.

MEDIA AND SPECIAL GUESTS

The 5 days of our event are going to make Lodz fashion-frenzied – we expect 3000 guests visiting our event every day, including designers, retailers, manufacturers, buyers, stylists, celebrities and fashion fanatics. Over 500 media representatives have already confirmed their appearance – these include ELLE and Zink Magazine journalists. The presence of all hese media workers cannot go unnoticed, especially in pubs, clubs and restaurants of Lodz.
FASHION WEEK GOES GLOBAL
Following our every edition, some of DESIGNER AVENUE, OFF OUT OF SCHEDULE and SHOWROOM designers are invited by CPD Signatures fair in Dusseldorf, CPM Premiere Vision in Moscow, Paris who’s next and international fashion week events, such as Moda Lisboa, Volvo Fashion Week Moscow, Berlin Mercedes-Benz Fashion Week, Vienna Fashion Week and Lviv Fashion Week. Representatives of these events regularly visit Fashion Week Poland, always searching for talents and interesting collections. This year, Lodz will also play host to numerous special guests. In the previous edition, these included Kenzo Takada, Patricia Gucci, Georges Chakra, Diane Pernet and catwalk show special guest stars: Thorbjorn Uldam, Agata Ruiz de la Prada, Nuno Gama and Miguel Vieira.

TICKETS AND PASSES

1-Day and 3-Day Tickets allow their holders to access the SHOWROOM, YOUNG FASHION PHOTOGRAPHERS NOW exhibition and FASHION FILM FESTIVAL. On-site, there are numerous visual screens on which catwalk shows transmissions will be shown. Depending on the number of seats available, ticket holders will be able to access the show audience area (only if there is enough room to accommodate them).

1-Day and 3-Day Passes allow their holders to visit the areas listed above (SHOWROOM, YFPN, FFF), they also let their holders to watch DESIGNER AVENUE and OFF OUT OF SCHEDULE catwalk shows live.
